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Women’s Spring/Summer League Info

For the upcoming spring and summer outdoor season, we will be playing in the new Women’s Adult Soccer League, which is run through Wisconsin Adult Soccer.  Here is some important information regarding the league and the season(s).

When does the league begin?

The official start date is TBA, but league play is slated to begin early in May.  We are waiting to see how many teams will register to play.  
What night will we be playing?

We will be playing mainly on Wednesday nights, but there may be an occasional game on another week night depending on field availability.
How much does it cost?

For this spring and summer session (which takes us to the end of August) the cost per player is $100.  That comes out to $50/session.
What does my fee cover?

The player fee covers your player registration fee to the WASA, which includes USASA medical and liability insurance and your player pass fee; and referee and field rental fees.
This isn’t with the WSC (Women’s Soccer Club).  Why did we switch?

The main reason we switched out of WSC was due to the rising cost to play in their leagues.  We were unable to keep full rosters from session to session due to the cost, so we decided to find a more affordable option.
How many teams are in the league?

At a minimum, there will be 3 teams, and at the most, there could be up to 6-7 teams.  This is the first session, so we will most likely have to start small and add teams as we go.
Where will the games be played?

Most games will be played at Milwaukee County Park fields.  There are some decent county fields available, and this was one way to keep the cost down was to get away from the soccer park fields.  There may also be some games played at Polonia Soccer Club’s fields down in Franklin.
I can’t pay my fees at the meeting, so where do I send the fees to?

How many teams will the club be entering in?

Our club goal is to have two women’s teams entered in the league.  One ‘A’ team and one ‘B’ team.  If we don’t have the numbers, we will have to combine and form one team for the spring and summer.  We are always looking to recruit new players, so if you know of any female players looking for a team to play on (no matter what level they are at) please let me or one of the managers know.

Who are the managers?

Our two very lovely team managers are Carrie Kosmalski for the Women’s A program (linnenen@hotmail.com) and Carina Buck for the Women’s B program (buckc@msoe.edu).

Do we have any team practices?

During the spring, we hold co-ed open practices on Tuesday nights at 6pm at the COA Field on North Ave. between Holton and Humboldt.  It is STRONGLY recommended to attend these practices if your work schedule permits.
How can I find the team schedule and directions to the fields?

We will post the schedule(s) and directions to the fields, along with our team statistics, on the club website, www.brewersfc.com.

Will we play in any tournaments?

If there is enough interest, we are able to register for some tournaments over the summer.  We can enter a couple teams in the 3v3 tournaments, or field a team to play in a regional tournament as well.  With the new league, we are looking in the future to hold a summer tournament with some of the women’s teams in Illinois.  

I would like to sub for a team- can I do this?

We really need full time players with a commitment to play in all the games.  Due to the structure of the new league, all players MUST be registered with the league in order to play and show a player pass at the start of each game.  At this time, we will not be forming a sub list of players.  Once players are already registered and have paid the registration fee and would like to be considered as a sub for future seasons, we can look at starting a sub list for each team.

I just found out I have to work and need to miss a game…who do I contact?

If you need to miss a game for any reason, please make sure to contact either Carina or Carrie (depending on which team you are on) AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.  This allows us to plan ahead and ensure we have enough players to play.  We all have played in games where we have been short-handed, and it is VERY frustrating.  Please let the managers know as far in advance as possible so we can avoid playing short-handed.

What is the team uniform?

We wear white socks, white shorts, and the white team uniforms (the managers will bring these to each game).  The red team shirt will be our alternate.  We also have team warm-up jackets available for purchase, you can order one at the meeting.  They are $69, or $79 if you would like your name and or number on your jacket.
